THE EISODIKON (ENTRANCE HYMN) OF PALM SUNDAY 
Blessed is He Who cometh in the Name of the Lord: the Lord is God and hath appeared 
unto us. Save us, O Son of God, Who didst sit upon the foal of a donkey; who sing to Thee. 
Alleluia. 

APOLYTIKION OF LAZARUS SATURDAY IN TONE ONE 
O Christ God, when Thou didst raise Lazarus from the dead, before Thy Passion, Thou 
didst confirm the universal resurrection. Wherefore, we, like children, carry the insignia of 
triumph and victory, and cry to Thee, O Vanquisher of death: Hosanna in the highest. 
Blessed is He Who cometh in the Name of the Lord. 
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APOLYTIKION OF PALM SUNDAY IN TONE FOUR 
O Christ God, when we were buried with Thee in Baptism, we became deserving of Thy 
Resurrection to immortal life. Wherefore, we praise Thee, crying: Hosanna in the highest! 
Blessed is He that cometh in the Name of the Lord. 
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KONTAKION OF PALM SUNDAY IN TONE SIX 
O Christ God enthroned in heaven, and on earth riding upon a foal. Thou hast 
accepted the praise of the angels and the hymns of the children who were crying 
out to thee: Blessed art thou who comes to restore Adam. 
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THE EPISTLE 
Blessed is He Who cometh in the Name of the Lord. 

O give thanks unto the Lord, for He is good; for His mercy endures forever. 
The Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Philippians. (4:4-9) 

Brethren, rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, Rejoice. Let all men know 
your forbearance. The Lord is at hand. Have no anxiety about anything, but in everything 
by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. And 
the peace of God, which passes all understanding, will keep your hearts and your minds in 
Christ Jesus. Finally, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, 
whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is gracious, if there is any excellence, if 
there is anything worthy of praise, think about these things. What you have learned and 
received and heard and seen in me, these do; and the God of peace will be with you. 
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THE GOSPEL 
The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. John. (12:1-18) 

Six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazarus who had died 
was, whom Jesus had raised from the dead. There they made Him a supper; Martha served, 
and Lazarus was one of those at table with Him. Mary took a pound of costly ointment of 
pure nard and anointed the feet of Jesus and wiped His feet with her hair; and the house was 
filled with the fragrance of the ointment. But Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, one of His 
Disciples (he who was to betray Jesus), said, “Why was this ointment not sold for three 

hundred denarii and given to the poor?” This he said, not because he cared for the poor but 
because he was a thief, and as he had the moneybox he used to take what was put into it. 
Jesus said, “Let her alone, let her keep it for the day of My burial. The poor you always 
have with you, but you do not always have Me.” When the great crowd of the Jews learned 
that He was there, they came, not only on account of Jesus but also to see Lazarus, whom 
Jesus had raised from the dead. So the chief priests planned to put Lazarus also to death, 
because on account of him many of the Jews were going away and believing in Jesus. The 
next day a great crowd who had come to the feast heard that Jesus was coming to 
Jerusalem. So they took branches of palm trees and went out to meet him, crying, 
“Hosanna! Blessed is He Who cometh in the Name of the Lord, the King of Israel!” And 
Jesus found a young donkey and sat upon it; as it is written, “Fear not, daughter of Zion; 
behold, your king is coming, sitting on a donkey’s colt!” His Disciples did not understand 
this at first; but when Jesus was glorified, then they remembered that this had been written 
of Him and had been done to Him. The crowd that had been with Jesus when He called 
Lazarus out of the tomb and raised him from the dead bore witness. The reason why the 
crowd went to meet Jesus was that they heard He had done this sign.

VISITORS & PARISHIONERS:  We welcome all visitors, it is an honor to 
have you worship with us.  Please feel free to ask questions.  If you are in 

communion with the Orthodox Church, you are welcome to partake of the body and 
blood of our Lord, God, and Savior Jesus Christ.  In addition, everyone is welcome 

to partake of the holy bread, which is distributed at the end of service.   We look 
forward to meeting you at the coffee hour, in the church hall, following Divine 

Liturgy.  Upon entering the church, bless yourself with the sign of the cross.  You 
may use a candle to make an offering and say a prayer.  If possible, we would like 
people to enter the church before services have begun.  Quietly enter the church 

unless the following activities are taking place:  1) Priest is facing or blessing the 
faithful  2) Priest is in a procession  3) Priest is censing the altar or the faithful  
4) Epistle or Gospel is being read  5) Priest is delivering the Liturgical Homily.  

After the completion of the above events, you may join the faithful by entering 
through the side doors.   During communion, we should be present at the church at 

least before the Gospel reading. Please form a line where the chalice is presented, 
allowing the Sunday school children to commune first.  As we approach the chalice, 

the following observances should take place:   
 

�x Walk in a prayerful and reverent state, minding your inwardness and 
forgiveness. 

�x Form a sign of the cross with both hands to the chest (right over left). 
�x Holding the red napkin under your chin, recite the following, “the servant of 

God and your name”. 
�x Pat your mouth with the napkin and make sure no crumbs fall onto the 

ground . 
�x Step aside to partake of the holy bread. 

 
In the tradition of the Church, the faithful are asked to stay until the end of Divine 
Liturgy, at which time the priest says, “let us depart in peace”.  We come in line to 
venerate the cross, and depart to the fellowship hall.   “The word Liturgy is a 
combination of two Greek words: leitos and ergon-meaning “concerning the people” 
and “work,” respectively.  It denotes a familiar task in which all the people take part.  
Thus, in Liturgy there is no audience; everyone is a participant.  Liturgy is not 
something that goes on just between the priest and the choir; the function of the 
choir is to lead all the people into full participation.”
