THE GOSPEL 
(For the Fifth Sunday of Great Lent) 

The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Mark. (10:32-45) 
At that time, Jesus took His twelve Disciples, and began to tell them what was to 

happen to Him, saying, “Behold, we are going up to Jerusalem. And the Son of man 
will be delivered to the chief priests and the scribes, and they will condemn Him to 
death, and deliver Him to the Gentiles.  And they will mock Him, and scourge Him, and 
spit upon Him, and kill Him; and after three days He will rise.” And James and John, 
the sons of Zebedee, came forward to Him, and said to Him, “Teacher, we would that 
thou shouldest do for us whatsoever we shall desire” And Jesus said to them, “What do 
you want Me to do for you?” And they said to Him, “Grant us to sit, one at Thy right 
hand and one at Thy left, in Thy glory.” But Jesus said to them, “You do not know what 
you are asking. Are you able to drink the cup that I drink, or to be baptized with the 
baptism with which I am baptized?” And they said to Him, “We are able.” And Jesus 
said to them, “The cup that I drink you will drink; and with the baptism with which I am 
baptized, you will be baptized. But to sit at My right hand or at My left is not Mine to 
grant, but it is for those for whom it has been prepared.” And when the ten heard it, they 

began to be indignant at James and John. And Jesus called them to Him and said to 
them, “You know that those who are supposed to rule over the Gentiles lord it over 
them, and their great men exercise authority over them. But it shall not be so among 
you; but whoever would be great among you must be your servant, and whoever would 
be first among you must be servant of all. For the Son of man also came not to be 
served but to serve, and to give His life as a ransom for many.”

VISITORS & PARISHIONERS:  We welcome all visitors, it is an honor to have 
you worship with us.  Please feel free to ask questions.  If you are in communion 
with the Orthodox Church, you are welcome to partake of the body and blood of our 
Lord, God, and Savior Jesus Christ.  In addition, everyone is welcome to partake of 
the holy bread, which is distributed at the end of service.   We look forward to 
meeting you at the coffee hour, in the church hall, following Divine Liturgy.  Upon 
entering the church, bless yourself with the sign of the cross.  You may use a candle 
to make an offering and say a prayer.  If possible, we would like people to enter the 
church before services have begun.  Quietly enter the church unless the following 
activities are taking place:  1) Priest is facing or blessing the faithful  2) Priest is 
in a procession  3) Priest is censing the altar or the faithful  4) Epistle or Gospel 
is being read  5) Priest is delivering the Liturgical Homily.  After the completion 
of the above events, you may join the faithful by entering through the side doors.   
During communion, we should be present at the church at least before the Gospel 
reading. Please form a line where the chalice is presented, allowing the Sunday 
school children to commune first.  As we approach the chalice, the following 
observances should take place:   
 

• Walk in a prayerful and reverent state, minding your inwardness and 
forgiveness. 

• Form a sign of the cross with both hands to the chest (right over left). 
• Holding the red napkin under your chin, recite the following, “the servant of 

God and your name”. 
• Pat your mouth with the napkin and make sure no crumbs fall onto the 

ground . 
• Step aside to partake of the holy bread. 

 
In the tradition of the Church, the faithful are asked to stay until the end of Divine 
Liturgy, at which time the priest says, “let us depart in peace”.  We come in line to 
venerate the cross, and depart to the fellowship hall.   “The word Liturgy is a 
combination of two Greek words: leitos and ergon-meaning “concerning the people” 
and “work,” respectively.  It denotes a familiar task in which all the people take part.  
Thus, in Liturgy there is no audience; everyone is a participant.  Liturgy is not 
something that goes on just between the priest and the choir; the function of the 
choir is to lead all the people into full participation.”
